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Thomas Herron composed a defense of Bob Sungenis against the criticisms of William Cork in the midst of a book review, available at E. Michael Jones’s Culture Wars web site.  Any reference to Mr. Cork here should in no way be construed as implying anything about other views Mr. Cork has expressed, including any other opinions on the RCM document and Bob’s criticism of it.  However, in regard to his documentation of Bob’s verbatim use of problematic, unacknowledged sources for his article of 2002, his work appears irrefutable and Bob has effectively admitted this.  Herron did not interact with the majority of Cork’s valid criticisms which included a well documented word for word lifting, without attribution, of writings from white separatists and “historical revisionists” and others.  
Additionally, even in regard to the primary issue Herron focused upon, he seems to have missed the point.  While information about FDR’s ancestry (claimed to be Jewish by Bob and his sources) may or may not be true and may also have been available from sources that were not ideologically extreme and unsavory, it is highly unlikely that Sungenis found his material on FDR from any of these more credible, less remote sources.   His wording mirrors the extremist ideologues mentioned above, sometimes verbatim. The fact that he accepts such sources so readily is evidence of his own profoundly negative personal bias in and of itself.
